Rules & Regulations

Generalities:

The aim of this Competition is to promote worldwide exchange and development of ballet education and training.
This Competition is hosted by the Beijing Dance Academy (BDA). All activities will be Organized and supervised by the Organizing Committee of the Beijing International Ballet Invitational under the Beijing Dance Academy. The Organizing Committee comprises the Jury and several working panels.
The Jury, consisting of internationally recognized ballet experts who are invited by the Organizing Committee, is in charge of the selection and evaluation system. Decisions made by the Jury will be final. 
Three performances will be presented during the competition by different dance schools selected from the world 
Qualifications and Categories
1. The Competition is open to all ballet students, including those who have graduated and been professionals in ballet companies no more than two years after the graduation (certificate of graduation or letter of recommendation by coach will be needed as proof). 

2. Contestants are divided into three categories.
   Category A: 
Students born between October 1st 1988 and September 30th 1991
Category B: 
Students born between October 1st 1991 and September 30th 1994
Category C: 
Students born between October 1st 1994 and September 30th 1997
Students of Category C age may choose to compete in Category B. Students of Category B age may choose to compete in Category A. 
 Competition procedures
Category A: 
Contestants may perform either Pas de deux or Solo. Male & female Contestants in Pas de deux will be scored respectively.
Round 1: 
Pas de deux: One grand pas de duex chosen from listed classical repertoire.

Solo: Two variations from listed classical repertoire.
Round 2: 
One contemporary piece (max 7 minutes for Pas de deux, 4 minutes for Solo) choreographed after October of 2008.
Round 3: 
Pas de deux: One grand pas de duex from the listed classical repertoire.
Solo: Two variations from the listed classical repertoire.
Please Note: repertoire in Round 3 should not be the same as those performed in Round 1.

Category B: 
Contestants may perform either Pas de deux or Solo. Male & female Contestants in Pas de deux will be scored respectively.
Round 1: 
Pas de deux: One grand pas de duex chosen from listed classical repertoire.

Solo: Two variations from listed classical repertoire.
Round 2: 
One contemporary piece (max 7 minutes for Pas de deux, 4 minutes for Solo) choreographed after October of 2008.
Round 3: 
Pas de deux: One grand pas de duex from the listed classical repertoire.
Solo: Two variations from the listed classical repertoire.
Please Note: repertoire in Round 3 should not be the same as those performed in Round 1.

Category C: 

Round 1: 
One classical class and one contemporary class are given by teachers designated by the Organizing Committee.

Round 2: 
[a] One variation from the listed classical repertoire.

[b] One contemporary solo (max 3 minutes) choreographed after October of 2008 .

Round 3:
One variation from the listed classical repertoire, which should not be the same as those performed in Round 2.

E. Prizes:
Cash prize up to USD 62,600.

3、“Jury Special Prize” of USD800 is specially for 1-2 contestants with future potential.

4、“Hua Xia Prize” of USD2,000 is specially for a Chinese contestant as the  scholarship for study at the Beijing Dance Academy for one school year. 

5、“Contemporary Choreography & Performance Prize” of USD1500 is specially for 1-3 contestants or choreographers.
Other finalists will receive a diploma from the Organizing Committee.
The Jury has the right to award or not award the prizes and make decision of sharing the prizes.

The amount of prizes is pretax. The winner needs to pay the Personal Income Tax according to Chinese law.

Application Procedures
1. Application Dates: Jan 1st __ July 1st 2010. The deadline is according to the postmark. 

2. Applicants who pass the video selection held by the Organizing Committee are qualified to participate in the competition and they will receive a letter of confirmation from the Committee before August 1st 2010. They will also receive financial support provided by the Committee, including international airfare and accommodation in Beijing during the competition.
3. Applicants are required to fill in the attached Application Form and send it together with following additional documents:

   [a] Identification certificate: photocopy of either ID card, passport ID page or Residence Certificate. Those who are from Hong Kong, Macau or Taiwan need photocopy of valid Exit-Entry Permit (EEP).
   [b] Two recent passport-style photos, one stage photo.
   [c] Video of minimum 3 minutes in classical variation, DVD (preferable) or VHS.
   [d] Letter of recommendation from teachers at their School.
   [e] A resume of ballet study experience

Competition Schedule:

Friday October 1st: registration; performance I
Saturday October 2nd: draw; opening ceremony & performance
Sunday October 3rd: round 1 for Category B and C
Monday October 4th: round 1 for Category A
Tuesday October 5th: round 2 for Category A and B
Wednesday October 6th: round 2 for Category C; performance II
Thursday October 7th: round 3 for Category C; performance III
Friday October 8th: round 3 for Category A and B
Saturday October 9th: Gala

Music:

Contestants must supply the committee with all the music on Friday October 1st after drawing. The format can be CD or MD. It is safer to have two copies. The name and citizenship of the contestant as well as the name of repertoire must be marked on CD or MD. There must be one recording only per CD or MD.

Contestants must ensure they have right to publicly use and broadcast the recording of the music in the competition.

Clothing & Stage:

Contestants will prepare fitted practice clothes and performance costumes on their choice. 

The stage is standard professional theater stage with plastic floor. Competition rounds scheduled on stage will take place under TV spotlights. The contestants may use props that can be moved on their own and must make sure it will not disturb the next contestant. Liquid and tinder are strictly prohibited 
Travel Insurance:

All participants must have their own travel insurance covering any accidents or damages during their stay in China.
Gala:

All the contestants are obligated to follow the arrangement by the committee to perform in Gala performance without any payment.

Rights of the Organizing Committee:

1. The Committee has the right to arrange photography sessions, interviews, broadcasts, videos and audio recordings and other activities for the contestants without extra payment. 

2. All types of visual and audio-visual recordings of the contestants’ performance and participation to the competition shall be the exclusive property of the Organizing Committee. No visual or audio-visual recording of the performance and participation to the competition may be made without the Committee’s written authorization. The contestants are aware and agree that such recordings may be used for commercial or promotional purpose.
3. The Organizing Committee also has the ultimate right of interpretation in respect of any regulations or provisions not mentioned above.
